1998 - Carol Runyan

Dr. Carol Runyan is the Director of the University of North Carolina Injury Prevention Research Center, a position held since 1989, as well as a Professor in the Department of Health Behavior and Health Education at UNC School of Public Health. Dr. Runyan has also served in an advisory capacity for national and international organizations. She has served as an advisor to more than 50 students in the field of injury control at the masters, doctoral and postdoctoral and fellowship levels. She has authored more than 65 publications and numerous invited presentations with research interests including injury epidemiology and prevention, public health principles and concepts, public health policy (particularly child and family policy, injury control policy, role of science in policy) and adolescent health.   
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1999 - Ted Miller

Dr. Miller is Founder of the Children’s Safety Network Economics and Insurance Resource Center (now CSN-EDARC) and also directs the Public Services Research Institute at the Pacific Institute for Research and Evaluation. A leading expert on the incidence, costs and consequences of injury, violence and substance abuse, he is well known through his many publications in the area of injury epidemiology and economics. In addition, he has worked closely with advocacy groups to generate useful and usable epidemiologic facts and figures. Dr. Miller's work has informed public health and public policy, in large part through the creation of cost estimates that can be readily understood by advocates and their audiences.
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2000 - Art Kellermann

Dr. Kellermann is Professor and Associate Dean for Health Policy at the Emory University School of Medicine. Dr. Kellermann previously served as Chair of Emory’s Department of Emergency Medicine and was founding Director of the Center for Injury Control at the Rollins School of Public Health of Emory University. For the first 15 years of his career, Dr. Kellermann’s research focused on the prevention of firearm-related deaths and injuries. He published a number of ground-breaking epidemiological studies assessing the balance of benefits and risks associated with keeping a firearm in the home. Between 1995 and 2005, he partnered with a variety of law enforcement, criminal justice and community groups to reduce firearm-related violence in the city of Atlanta. In addition to his injury prevention research, Dr. Kellermann has conducted landmark research on emergency cardiac care and the provision of health care to the poor. He holds the John G. Wigenstein and the Hal Jayne Academic Excellence Awards in Emergency Medicine. Dr. Kellermann was the 7th emergency physician elected to membership in the Institute of Medicine (IOM) of the National Academies and co-chaired the IOM’s Committee on the Consequences of Uninsurance. From 2004 to 2006, he was a key member of the IOM’s Committee on the Future of Emergency Care in the U.S. health system. From 2006 to 2007, he worked as a Robert Wood Johnson Health Policy Fellow on the professional staff of the House Committee on Oversight and Government Reform, U.S. House of Representatives. 
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2001 - Garen Wintemute

Dr. Wintemute is Director of the Violence Prevention Research Program at the University of California, Davis and is Professor of Epidemiology and Preventive Medicine at the School of Medicine. Dr. Wintemute also practices at the UC Davis Medical Center, Sacramento (a Level I trauma center). His research addresses the nature and prevention of violence and the evaluation of violence prevention policies. His recent studies include an assessment of risk for criminal activity among legal purchasers of handguns, a profile of public opinion on gun violence prevention options, an assessment of risk for violent death among recent purchasers of handguns, and evaluations of gun buyback programs and of denying handgun purchase to felons and violent misdemeanants. Dr. Wintemute works with the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms and the United States and California Departments of Justice on innovative methods for preventing firearm violence.
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2002 - J. Lee Annest

Dr. Annest is Director of the Office of Statistics and Programming at the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention's National Center for Injury Prevention and Control. In this position, he has been pivotal in the development and promotion of standard mortality groupings for reporting injury data. A leader in the field of injury surveillance, Dr. Annest spearheaded the expansion of the Consumer Product Safety Commission's National Electronic Injury Surveillance System to capture data on all injuries, not just those involving consumer products. He then made these data available in a very timely fashion on the Web through the Web-based Injury Statistics Query and Reporting System (WISQARS), which provides the professional injury community with national surveillance of both fatal and nonfatal injuries.
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2003 - Steve Hargarten

Dr. Hargarten is Professor and Chair of the Department of Emergency Medicine at the Medical College of Wisconsin. Dr. Hargarten serves as the Director of the Injury Research Center at the Medical College and is the Director of the Firearm Injury Center. He received his MD from the Medical College of Wisconsin in 1975. Dr. Hargarten has been an active emergency medicine practitioner for over 30 years. His major injury-related activities include injury surveillance, firearm injuries, injury in travelers, trauma system development and alcohol-related injuries. He was the first Chair of the state-wide Committee on Trauma System Development for the Wisconsin State Health Department. He is a Past President of the Society for the Advancement of Violence and Injury Research (SAVIR).  In addition to his clinical and research experience with injury prevention and control, Dr. Hargarten has a long history of involvement in public policy advocacy for injury control. He was Co-Chair of the State Medical Society's Health of the Public's Council, served as Chair of the Society's Injury Prevention Committee and the Chair of the Wisconsin Seat Belt Coalition. He currently serves as a Board Member of Advocates of Highway and Auto Safety and the Association for Safe International Road Travel (ASIRT). 
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2004 - Susan Gerberich

Dr. Gerberich is Mayo Professor of Public Health in Environmental Health Sciences, and Director of the Midwest Center for Occupational Health and Safety, the Center for Violence Prevention and Control, the Regional Injury Prevention Research Center, and the Occupational Injury Prevention Research Training Program, at the University of Minnesota.  Dr. Gerberich has served on many committees and panels, including blue ribbon panels for CDC injury control programs, and the National Occupational Injury Prevention and Control Expert Panel, which completed a report for Congress on occupational injuries and recommendations to reduce them.  Her national and international reputation for research expertise in the area of injury prevention and control is well-deserved. For many years, she has led the ICEHS student paper awards program, in service to the section and to graduate students everywhere.

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2007 - David Hemenway

Dr. Hemenway is an economist and author whose research has investigated issues concerning motor vehicle injuries, fires, falls and fractures, suicides, child abuse, product safety and firearms. He has written four books, the latest of which is Public Health, Private Guns. He directs the Harvard Injury Control Research Center and the Harvard Youth Violence Prevention Center, which serves as the coordinating center for the National Violent Injury Statistics System. Dr. Hemenway’s recent contributions to the science of injury and violence prevention include numerous works, including the effects of gun carrying, gun storage, and the impact of education on storage practices; gun use and carrying on college campuses; the relationship between gun prevalence and homicide, suicide and unintentional gun deaths; and the effects of changes in the legal drinking age on youth violence. Dr. Hemenway holds a BS and PhD from Harvard University, where he is Professor of Health Policy in the Department of Health Policy and Management. 
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2008 - Corrine Peek Asa

Dr. Corinne Peek-Asa, PhD, MPH, is a Professor of Occupational and Environmental Health at the University of Iowa, Director of the Iowa Injury Prevention Research Center, and Director of the International Collaborative Trauma and Injury Training Program in Central Europe. Dr. Peek-Asa is an epidemiologist who specializes in the evaluation of injury prevention programs. She has funded studies evaluating prevention strategies in the areas of teen driving safety, workplace violence, residential fire injuries, domestic violence, and sexual violence. Dr. Peek-Asa serves on the Internal Review Group of the National Center for Injury Prevention and Control, is currently president of the Society for the Advancement of Violence and Injury Research, and co-chairs the Steering Committee for the National Prevent Violence Training Initiative.  
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2009 – Maria Segui-Gomez
Dr. Segui-Gomez is a Professor with the Dept. of Preventive Medicine and Public Health, University of Navarra School of Medicine, Pamplona, Spain Serves on the Board of Association for the Advancement of Automotive Medicine (AAAM).  And has been named a Fellow in 2009 Board member of International Society for Violence and Injury Prevention (ISVIP) Served on the Alliance of Automobile Manufacturers Blue Ribbon Panel on Advanced and Depowered Airbags. In February 2000, a group of highway safety organizations sent a letter to the Secretary of the U.S. Department of Transportation expressing concern about a possible return to the 30-mph rigid barrier test using unbelted dummies previously required by Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard (FMVSS) 208. The letter asked the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) to expedite data collection of the real-world crash experience of airbag-equipped vehicles certified to the 30-mph sled test using unbelted dummies because of suggestions that depowered airbags may not provide the same level of protection, particularly to larger, unbelted occupants.
2009 – Flaura Winston
Flaura Koplin Winston, MD, PhD is a board-certified practicing pediatrician, biomechanical engineer, and clinical researcher. She is an Associate Professor of Pediatrics at the University of Pennsylvania and Senior Scholar at the Leonard Davis Institute. An internationally recognized leader in pediatric trauma research, Dr. Winston is the Founder and Director of The Center for Injury Research and Prevention at The Children's Hospital of Philadelphia. This unique center includes multiple disciplines advancing the safety of children, youth, and young adults through research followed by translation (Research to Action to Impact). Dr. Winston's primary research focus is traffic injury. She is the Principal Investigator for research funded by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, the National Science Foundation, the Maternal and Child Health Bureau, State Farm Insurance Companies, among others. She has been published in medical and engineering journals and conference proceedings. Dr. Winston currently serves on the Editorial Board of the BMJ journal, Injury Prevention and the Center for Disease Control and Prevention’s national Advisory Committee on Injury Prevention and Control. 
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2010 – Gordon Smith

Dr. Smith is a Professor of Epidemiology & Public Health, University of Maryland School of Medicine, and core faculty National Study Center for Trauma & EMS. He has a medical degree (MB,ChB –MD equivalent) from Otago University, New Zealand, and an MPH from the Harvard School of Public Health. His areas of expertise include injury epidemiology, occupational injury research, alcohol and drug research, and injury surveillance systems. He has published more than 147 peer-reviewed articles, as well as a book, Injury Prevention: An International Perspective. He has a long history of funded research including from NIH, CDC, and the Department of Defense (CDMRP) and has recently been funded by NIH for two 5 year studies titled: Alcohol Involvement in a Cohort of Trauma Patients: Trends and Future Mortality, and Hangovers and Traffic Injuries: Is Alcohols Influence Greater Than Expected?
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
