2012 Student Assembly Public Health Mentoring Award

Nomination Form


Purpose

The Student Assembly Public Health Mentoring Award is intended to recognize the essential role of mentoring in public health and leadership development.  It will be given annually to senior public health practitioners or academics who take an active role in mentoring students and young professionals through regular contact, professional development, research support or joint publications.

Criteria

· Mentor and Mentee must be APHA Members 
· The mentor must have made a significant contribution to the professional development of the mentee
· The relationship must be significant and substantive
Nature of the Award

The award will be presented at the APHA 140th Annual Meeting and Exposition, Oct. 27–31, 2012 in San Francisco, CA.  The award consists of a commemorative plaque and a $500 honorarium.  In addition, the recipient will receive roundtrip economy airfare and complimentary meeting registration.
Nomination Process

The nominator is responsible for submitting a complete nomination packet by the designated deadline. The nomination packet is to include the following items listed below:

· Nomination on official form.

· Letter from mentee.

· Mentee to include a 500 word essay to include the following:

· Describing the contributions of their mentor to their work
· What is the nature of your professional relationship?
· How was this mentor relationship initiated?
· How has your mentor helped you shape or attain your professional goals?
· In what ways has your mentor challenged or inspired you?
· What resources, support, or guidance did your mentor provide?
· A current CV or detailed resume.

· Letters of support must be received by the deadline.  Emailed letters must contain an electronic signature. Please notify, awards staff liaison Deborah Dillard if supporting letters will be sent separately.  

· Incomplete nominations will not be considered. 

For ease of duplication, nominations should not be sent in notebooks, binders or folders.  Nominations submitted via email must be received by deadline date and be sent to deborah.dillard@apha.org.  Nominations sent via the U.S. Postal Service or other carrier by first class mail should be postmarked by the deadline date and sent to the address below.

Selection Process

· The APHA Student Assembly Committee will review all nominations and select the award winner.  
· Announcement of the award winner will be published in the September issue of The Nation’s Health.
