2010 Guidelines

Jay S. Drot,an Memorial Award

Purpose

The Jay S. Drotman Memorial Award was established to recognize the career of a promising young public health professional or student.  The award was officially established in March 1979 by Peter Drotman, MD, MPH in memory of his late brother and is presented annually by the American Public Health Association.

Jay S. Drotman, MSPH, was a 27 year-old health-planning consultant who was killed in a commercial airline mid-air collision in 1978.  An honors graduate in political science from the University of California, Los Angeles, Mr. Drotman received his master’s degree from Harvard University School of Public Health.  He was an active member of APHA and his last paper was delivered posthumously at the 1978 APHA Annual Meeting in Los Angeles.  

Description

The award consists of a plaque and a $500 honorarium.  APHA also provides complimentary travel and registration to the APHA 138th Annual Meeting and Exposition, November 6-10, 2010 in Denver, Colorado.

Criteria

Under the terms established for this award, APHA will recognize a young health professional or student, who demonstrates potential in the health field (broadly defined) by challenging traditional public health policy or practice in a creative and positive manner.  Neither academic credentials nor grades will be a factor in selecting the awardee.  Nominees must be 30 or younger on the nomination due date.

Nomination Process

· Nomination on official form. 
· Nominee’s current CV. 

· A letter from the nominator describing the most important achievements of the nominee and explaining why the nominee meets the criteria for the award.  

· All supporting letters must have to be signed by the author.  Emailed letters must contain an electronic signature.

For ease of duplication, nominations should not be sent in notebooks, binders or folders.  Incomplete nominations will be returned to nominator for correction and resubmission before the deadline.  Nominations submitted via email must be received by deadline date.  Send the nominations via email to deborah.dillard@apha.org or by U.S. Postal Service or other carrier by first class mail postmarked by the deadline date.  

Selection Process

· The Jay S. Drotman Memorial Award Judging Panel will review all nominations and select the award winner.

· Public announcement of the award winner will be published in the October issue of The Nation’s Health.
