Paul Freeman welcomed the group and then everyone present introduced themselves.
Henry Perry gave an update on the CBPHC review underway.

Malcolm Bryant gave a report on the status of the Colgate-Palmolive research grant program. Both Malcolm Bryant and Paul Freeman reported that the grants program funded by Colgate-Palmolive ($30,000 per year) is now ending and we are looking for other sources of funding to keep this activity going. The first three years of this program has been very successful, and the level of interest among students is very high, and we have received applications for grants from all around the world. 
Paul Freeman gave a report on the Gordon-Wyon award, and he discussed the process for nominees for next year.

Paul Freeman also shared with the group the status of the listserver, the website, and on-line resources. All who attend our business meeting and express their willingness to join our list server by giving us their email address, will be added to those who receive our listserver broadcasts.
Paul Freeman then discussed the pre-APHA workshop and the process for planning the workshop for next year. Please read the on-line Report of this workshop for full details.
We discussed ideas for next year’s pre-APHA workshop. Some of the ideas put forth were the following:

· Resiliency of communities to shocks and CBPHC health priorities in times of crisis (such as we may be heading into)

· Ways that outside program leaders/managers can understanding local contexts 
· SEED-SCALE and its application by Future Generations and other organizations

· How does one measure empowerment and social capital?
· BRAC – an organization without peer in CBPHC

· The role of primary health care and preventive medicine in times economic crisis
· The National Association of Community Health Centers and its growing involvement in establishing sister programs in developing countries

Paul Freeman asked for student volunteers to help with activities of the Working Group, and several volunteered. He reported that Connie Gates wants to continue in her role as manager of our on-line listing of resources on CBPHC but is happy to be replaced in her role as Secretary of the Working Group if others are interested in this role. Several students volunteered.

We discussed several ideas about getting information about CBPHC into courses and in electronic databases for teaching materials.
