EHOC CONFERENCE CALL MINUTES

I. Motion to accept minutes from the April meeting. Approved unanimously.  
II. Discussion ensued about filling appointments for this year.  The committee decided to leave the slots empty for this year, until the new appointments are made at the Annual Meeting.

h. Kathye reiterated that Quentin is not an appropriate speaker.

i. Jean will follow up about specific areas that will be covered by each speaker.

j. Alvaro noted that during the last meeting, Singer & Gee were either/or potential panelists. Discussion ensued about whether to invite both of them.  

k. Jean will double check the specialties of speakers. She will follow up and email the group.
