Greenprint for Action

The PHN Section will develop a Greenprint for Action, a strategy to raise awareness and foster adoption of the environmental health principles and recommendations for practice, education, research, and advocacy developed in 2005.  

Project Objectives: 

1. Disseminate the approved Environmental Heatlh Principles (EH) and Recommendations in both printed and electronic formats through the Quad Council of PHN Organizations (PHN Section of APHA, Association of State and Territorial Directors of Nursing, Association for Community Health Nursing Educators, and the American Nurses Association), and Health Care Without Harm.

2. Link the EH Principles and Recommendations with the ANA 2006 Scope and Standards for Public Health Nurses and the Quad Council Core Competencies for Public Health Nurses.


3. Promote awareness and adoption of these principles and recommendations by PHNs, public health agencies, schools of nursing, professional associations, and others;


4. Foster multi-disciplinary and multi-sector environmental health collaboration with PHNs by environmental organizations and others that reflect the EH Principles and Recommendations.

Project Activities

A. Hold bi-monthly conference calls of the 18-member Project Team guide project activities.


B. Promote and provide access to the Principles and Recommendations documents through the websites of the Quad Council Organizations, Health Care Without Harm, EnviRN, and The Luminary Project.  


C. Collaborate with representatives of ANA’s PHN Scope and Standards Committee to “crosswalk” the principles and recommendations with the 2006 document revisions, demonstrating their relevance and value to public health nursing.   


D. Raise awareness; encourage adoption of the principles, and support efforts to implement the recommendations at national professional meetings including those of the Quad Council organizations, the CleanMed Conference, the National Student Nurses Association Annual Meeting, and others.


E. Generate discussion, address issues, and promote partnerships and programs at local, state, and national levels with professionals from other disciplines and societal sectors, based on the Principles and Recommendations (CDC National Center for Environmental Health, the National Environmental Health Association, the Children’s Environmental Health Network, the EPA Office of Children’s Health Protection, APHA affiliate organizations, and others).  


F. Collaborate with editors of nursing and environmental publications to generate columns and articles about the development, use, impact, and outcomes of the principles, recommendations, and Greenprint for Action, (Public Health Nursing, the American Journal of Nursing, the American Nurse, Nursing Spectrum and Advance for Nurses, and others)
