Director of Community In-Power & development Association (CIDA), a community-based environmental organization in Port Arthur TX and trainer in the use of open pathway UV air monitoring equipment.  He often travels to other affected communities to develop air-monitoring data for use in anti-pollution campaigns and has conducted real time air monitoring in Durban, South Africa and the Netherlands.
For 10 years, Mr. Kelley has worked in his West Side African-American community, a group of neighborhoods proximate to the fence-line of a huge petrochemical manufacturing & storage complex.  His efforts have connected the community into the national web of environmental justice organizations, collaborating with the Chemical Weapons Working Group, Citizens League for Environmental Action Now (CLEAN), T.e.j.a.s. (Texas Environmental Justice Advocacy Services), Global Community Monitor, the National Bucket Brigade Coalition, the Environmental Integrity project and many more.  Mr. Kelley has collaborated with the University of Texas Medical Branch @ Galveston TX / NIEHS Center in Environmental Toxicology on educational outreach projects and labored to document the health effects of the chronic HAPs exposures.  Exposure concerns stem from the VX hydrolysate shipments sent from Newport IN to Port Arthur for commercial incineration.
