	Cancer Forum Application


	Generally, the sections that did provide comments supported the Cancer Forum.  Based on comments from the ICEHS, the application missed the opportunity to address health disparities.  The ISC will bring this to the Cancer Forums attention– and perhaps they can make it a part of their work. 

One concern was that the Cancer Forum would be actually planning to move from a forum to a SPIG to a Section.  Currently all Forums are not allowed to request SPIG status,  however when the question is posed the ISC would need to vote for that movement.  The SC doesn’t necessarily see this as being something that the ISC would vote for -especially if it is going to pull members away from Sections. 

Forums are not supposed to compete with Sections, but rather to enhance members opportunities.  The intention is to bring people from different sections together on the issue, and then bring people who are not members into APHA.

HIV Section— pulled a number of members from other Sections initially, but the numbers tended to balance out after a couple years. Now HIV brings in a number of new members. 

Last spring at the Executive Board meeting Dr. Benjamin and others expressed some concern about the growing number of forums – which led to decision of ISC to address this issue in the future.  Fran explained that initially forums take some staff time, but then require less time in the future.  
Forums are supposed to be time-limited.  However, the criteria for forums doesn’t address all the concerns that have been raised.  There does not appear to be an objective or set of objectives to measure a forum against.  This will be a future issue for the ISC, as well as looking at the application process to make sure that it requires the Forums to articulate planned goals or outcomes for their years of existence. 
Tricia made a motion to recommend the Cancer forum to the EB.  Nsedu seconded and the vote passed. 


	Everybody:  Make the topic of Evaluation of the Forum process and implementation a topic of review for the ISC/SC in 2009.

The Cancer Forum was voted on and passed by the ISC/SC for recommendation to the EB.
