Urge Your Senators to Oppose the Nelson Amendment!

The Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act will ensure that all Americans have access to quality, affordable health care and will create the transformation within the health care system necessary to contain costs. The Congressional Budget Office (CBO) has determined that the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act is fully paid for, will provide coverage to more than 94 percent of Americans while staying under the $900 billion limit that President Obama established, bending the health care cost curve, and reducing the deficit over the next ten years and beyond.

The Senate is currently debating the Nelson Amendment to the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act, which would significantly impact women who can't afford to purchase separate supplemental coverage for abortion services. The amendment by Senator Nelson includes a provision that would prohibit the "Community Health Insurance Option" created in the legislation from covering abortion services. In addition the amendment would prohibit any individual receiving subsidies for their insurance premiums from purchasing a plan that offers abortion services.
