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Dr Susan Brems has more than 30 years experience in international health concerns. She now serves as Deputy Assistant Administrator, USAID Bureau for Global Health, Washington, D.C.  As such, she collaborates in managing one of USAID’s principal bureaus.  The Bureau for Global Health supports field health programs, advances research in selected areas relevant to overall Agency health objectives and transfers new technologies to the field.  The Bureau has a staff of some 340 public health specialists and support members and a portfolio of grants, cooperative agreements and contracts with an annual budget in excess of $1.8 billion. 

Prior to this posting, she was the USAID Mission Director, in Angola, 2007-2009, where she directed a program in post-conflict Angola, with an annual budget of $40 million.
