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Participant Information:

Approximately forty-five people participated in the Community-Based Primary Health Care Workshop, during the 2008 APHA Annual Meeting in San Diego, California.  Twelve people responded to the survey.

1. The workshop was well organized.

The organization of the workshop received an average score of 3.67, indicating that respondents were very satisfied with the workshop.   People noted that the excellent facilitation and the agenda built on a common understanding and motivation.  The process was well thought through and accommodated a wide variety of groups.
2. There was an appropriate level of group participation in the workshop.

With an average score of 3.75, many participants expressed a high level of satisfaction with the level of group work, discussions, and participation in the workshop.  Comments included an appreciation of the willingness of the facilitator to allow people to talk despite time constraints.  One participant called the group participation “inspirational.”
3. Which portions of the workshop did you find most useful?   Why?  Please be as specific as possible?

Respondents scored this section 3.57.  They listed the following portions as the most useful:

· The success stories helped clarify supporting theories and rationales.

· Behavior change

· Social mobilization

· Group discussions and work

· Photo projects

· Examples of CBPHC projects

· Child Survival literature review

· Presentation of Photovoice and other practical methods– good use of practical experience
· Networking

· Commitments to action
4. Which portions of the workshop did you find least useful?  Why?  Please be as specific as possible?

No scores calculated for this section.

The Alma Ata summary was very useful, but jumped into a description of application without the overarching principles behind CBPHC.  A lack of consensus on the definition of CBPHC made it difficult for some participants, who said an introduction to CBPHC principles was needed to keep everyone on the same page.  Two people thought the lecture and report on Almaty was not interesting
5. Will the presentations and discussion of the workshop be helpful to you in promoting CBPHC?

Nine people rated this section at 3.89.  The majority of comments highlighted that participants have better understandings about motivation and building action.  The use of photo voice and community lead project was very helpful. 
6. What did you learn that can be useful in your current work/activities?

Ten people responded to this question.  Four noted the use of Photovoice as a useful component of the presentation.  One person said that s/he would use the APHA and CBPHC website to find articles on CBPHC.  Another will use the lessons about motivation to behavior change and approaches to effective CBPHC.

7. How could the workshop be improved in future years?

Suggestions for improvement included:

· More time for group discussion

· More discussion on the challenges to CBPHC and how to overcome them

· More specific starting point

· Arrange the room in a circle

· Use handouts for the topics
