Providing more options for getting around helps to keep roads safe and in good shape. It lets people take public transit, walk or bike, reducing traffic and decreasing roadway wear and tear.

It’s also a financially responsible move, as giving people options for getting around is really an investment in community health. Trails for runners, bike lanes for commuters and sidewalks for a stroll to the store all provide opportunities to incorporate exercise into everyday life. And a healthy community has a healthier bottom line, which means it makes good business sense to consider issues like obesity, diabetes, safety and air quality when we make transportation decisions.

In these tight economic times, we have to be serious and think in creative ways about how we spend our money – whether that’s a family choosing to walk the kids to school because of rising gas prices or a [government/planning dept] that encourages carpooling or biking rather than building an expensive new road.
